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Decree No. (11) of 2023 amending Article (4) of Decree No. (5) of 2013 establishing the Supreme Council of Health


We Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa King of the Kingdom of Bahrain. 
Having reviewed the Constitution; 
Civil Service Law promulgated by Legislative Decree No. (48) of 2010, as amended, and its Implementing Regulation promulgated by Decision No. (51) of 2012 as amended; 
And Decree No. (5) of 2013 establishing the Supreme Council of Health, as amended; 
Upon the submission of the Prime Minister; 
And after the approval of the Council of Ministers, 
Hereby Decree the following: 
Article One 
The text of the first paragraph of Article (4) of Decree No. (5) of 2013 establishing the Supreme Council of Health shall be replaced with the following text: 
"The Council shall have a General Secretariat formed under the presidency of a Secretary-General, appointed by a decree based on the recommendation of the Council's President, along with a sufficient number of employees appointed by a decision from the Council's President based on the Secretary-General's recommendation”. 
Article Two 
The Prime Minister shall implement this Decree, and it shall come into force from the day following the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
