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Decree No. (28) of 2020 Adding a New Article Numbered Two Bis to Decree No. (54) of 2019 Establishing the Mohammed bin Mubarak Al Khalifa Academy for Diplomatic Studies 


We, Hamad Bin Isa Al Khalifa, King of the Kingdom of Bahrain. 
Having reviewed the Constitution; 
And Decree No. (54) of 2019 Establishing the Mohammed bin Mubarak Al Khalifa Academy for Diplomatic Studies; 
And upon the submission of the Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
And after the approval of the Council of Ministers, 
Hereby Decree the following: 
Article One 
A new article numbered Two Bis shall be added to Decree No. (54) of 2019 Establishing the Mohammed bin Mubarak Al Khalifa Academy for Diplomatic Studies with the following text: 
a. The Academy shall have a Board of Trustees presided by the Minister of Foreign Affairs and composed of six members from the employees of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs or others. They shall be appointed by a decree based on the submission of the Minister of Foreign Affairs, for a renewable term of four years. 
b. The Board of Trustees shall be the highest authority responsible for the affairs of the Academy, the approval of plans and programmes governing its operations, and the supervision of their implementation. In this regard, it shall be empowered to take whatever it deems necessary to carry out its tasks and authorities, including: 
1. Formulating the Academy's general policy and monitoring its implementation. 
2. Approving plans that ensure the achievement of the Academy's objectives. 
3. Issuing academic, administrative, financial, and technical regulations of the Academy. 
4. Accrediting the Academy's programmes and activities. 
5. Preparing the annual budget and final accounts, in accordance with the laws and regulations applicable in the Kingdom of Bahrain, and submitting them for the Minister's approval. 
c. The Board of Trustees shall convene at least four times a year, and the President of the Board of Trustees may call for a meeting whenever necessary. 
Article Two 
The Minister of Foreign Affairs shall implement this Decree, and it shall come into force from the date of its issuance and be published in the Official Gazette.
