Legislative Decree No. (39) of 2022 Amending Some Provisions of Law No. (72) of 2006 Regarding the Logo of the Kingdom of Bahrain
We, Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa, King of the Kingdom of Bahrain. 
Having reviewed the Constitution, in particular Articles (3) and (38) thereof; 
Law No. (72) of 2006 regarding the Logo of the Kingdom of Bahrain; 
And upon the submission of the Prime Minister, 
And after the approval of the Council of Ministers, 
Hereby Decree the following Law: 
Article One
The text of Article One of Law No. (72) of 2006 regarding the Logo of the Kingdom of Bahrain shall be replaced by the following text: 
“The logo of the Kingdom of Bahrain consists of a design of the flag of the Kingdom within a shield-shaped frame consisting of three sides with a straight base to the top, engraved on its sides with Arabic-style decorations. The Royal Crown, with five triangles, is placed on top of the shield, in accordance with the model attached to this Law”. 
Article Two
The Prime Minister and the Ministers - each within his jurisdiction - shall implement the provisions of this Law, and it shall come into force from the day following the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
