Having reviewed the Decision No. (196) of 2014 regarding the Fees for Services provided by the General Directorate of Nationality, Passports and Residence, as amended; 
And Decision No. (197) of 2014 regarding the Countries Whose Nationals are Eligible for Electronic Visas to Enter the Kingdom of Bahrain, as amended; 
And upon the submission of the Undersecretary for Nationality, Passports, and Residence Affairs; 
And after the approval of the Council of Ministers, 
Hereby Decides 
Article One 
A new clause No. (66) shall be added to the Table attached to Decision No. (196) of 2014 regarding the Fees for Services Provided by the General Directorate of Nationality, Passports and Residence, whose text is specified in the Table attached to this Decision. 
Article Two 
Every text which contradicts provisions of this Decision shall be repealed. 
Article Three 
The Undersecretary for Nationality, Passports, and Residence Affairs shall implement this Decision, and it shall come into force from 15 August 2020, and be published in the Official Gazette.
