Article (1)

Decision No. (319) of 1998 is repealed, and every text that contradicts the provisions of this Decision shall be repealed. 
Article (3) 
The Undersecretary of the Ministry for Nationality, Passports and Residence Affairs shall implement this decision, and it shall come into force from the day following the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
