Decision No. (91) of 2017 regarding the Amending of Notarization Fees 
Minister of Justice, Islamic Affairs and Waqf: 


Having reviewed Legislative Decree No. (14) of 1971 regarding Notarization, as amended by Legislative Decree No. (37) of 2017; 
Decision No. (1) of 1971 of the implementing regulations of Law No. (14) of 1971 regarding the Notarization, as amended by Decision No. (9) of 2009; 
Decision No. (27) of 1988 regarding the amendment of Notarization Fees, amended by Decision No. (36) of 2013; 
And Decision No. (76) of 2017 regarding the Organization of Licences, Activities, Obligations and Sanctions of the Public Notary for the exercise of Notarization Functions, 
And upon the submission of the Undersecretary for Justice, 
And after the approval of the Council of Ministers 
Hereby Decides: 
Article One 
A fixed fee is charged for the notarization procedures, as follows: 
1- Two hundred and fifty dinars for the cost of notarizing the contracts of joint stock companies. 
2- Thirty dinars as a fee for the notarization of contracts of companies without shares. 
3- Twenty dinars, the fee for notarizing official bonds included in the executive form. 
4- Twenty dinars for the notarization fee for contracts that create, transfer, modify or remove any real estate rights. 
5- Twenty-five dinars as a fee for the notarization of contracts for the sale of shops and ships. 
6- Ten dinars as a fee for the notarization of the contracts for agencies in management and administration. 
7- Six dinars for the notarization of documents other than those mentioned above. 
8- Fifteen dinars for the delivery of the executive form on official papers. 
9- Half of the prescribed fee for requests for duplicates of the original or replacement of the lost documents listed above. 
Article Two 
A fee of five dinars is charged on the notarization of signatures, proof of date or notarization of translators' signatures. 
The fee is reduced to three dinars for requests for certified copies and copies of the documents referred to in this Article. 
Article Three 
An amount of twenty-five dinars is imposed if the notary moves outside the notary's office to carry out one of the operations referred to in this Decision, and this fee does not apply to the work of a private notary. 
Article Four 
A fixed fee of one thousand dinars (1,000) is charged for obtaining a licence to practise as a private notary public, and a fee of three hundred and fifty dinars (350) is charged when the licence is renewed every three years. 
A relative fee of 1% of the prescribed fee is imposed for each transaction carried out by the private notary public, at least one dinar, in return for undertaking notarization work through the electronic system prepared by the Ministry of Justice in cooperation with the Information and e-Government Authority. 
A fee of twenty dinars (20) is also imposed on a request to replace the lost cards and seals of the notary public and the declarations relating to the licence. 
Article Five 
Decision No. (27) of 1988 regarding the amendment of Notarization Fees is repealed. 
Article Six 
The Undersecretary of the Ministry for Justice Affairs shall implement this decision, and it shall come into force from the day following the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
